	This act set up a system that would allow the United States to lend or lease war supplies to any nation deemed "vital to the defense of the United States."
	Banned discriminatory employment practices by Federal agencies and all unions and companies engaged in war-related work. 
	 The day after the Japanese attacked Pearl Harbor, President Franklin Roosevelt delivered this "Day of Infamy Speech." Immediately afterward, Congress declared war, and the United States entered World War II.
	Order authorized the evacuation of all persons deemed a threat to national security from the West Coast to relocation centers further inland.
	This order was issued by Gen. Dwight D. Eisenhower to encourage Allied soldiers taking part in the D-day invasion.
	This act, also known as the GI Bill, provided veterans of the Second World War funds for college education, unemployment insurance, and housing.
